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Jumbo flounder action will peak in mid summer and we have a
tournament just in time to accommodate the serious flounder
pounders.

Thereis some feeling that information
about where the action is hot, etc. should stay within the VAC and, therefore, be kept in the Members (only) section
of the Website. For instance, if amember posts some specific location information about a specific bite, is there the
possibility that alot of non-members may show up at the hot spot and cause it to be crowded to the point that it is
unfishable. Where do you come out on this question? Should the Fishing Forum be open to VAC Members only for
posting and for reading? Maybe there isaway to post catch information to show the club is an active angling
club while protecting the other related information that may best left to Member’s eyes only.

For Sale Forum:

The Forums section of the VAC Website has a For Sale Forum on which items for sale can be posted. The For Sale
Forum is currently visible only to members who have set up a Forum Account. When an account holder clicks on
